Lay Leader Pam Stallings’ “Outside the Box” talk-
Part 2

Ret hi nk Yohhave leedrd. this statement be-
fore, I am sure...”’the church is one generation away
from extinction.” What does that mean to you?
(pause) To me it means we cannot continue to DO
church the same way we always have because we will
not get the same results. Our younger generation
does not blindly follow their parent’s beliefs and ac-
tions any longer. When I was a child, there was no
question that our family would be in church on Sun-
day morning, Sunday night and Wednesday night.
You never heard us say, “mama, are we going to
church tomorrow?” That is not the case in today’s
world. All of us have multiple demands on our time
and WE demand more from our ourselves; each
other, and our church. The Holmes Sunday School
class is used to me preaching that we live in a world
with a fast food mentality. We want things quick,
short an on the go. Even I communicate constantly
on this Blackberry using one letter (K) or np (no
problem) because I do not want to take the time to
type out the words. This generation is all about tech-
nology; we should think about using that technology
to reach them.

We have a wonderful opportunity this weekend; we
have the opportunity to position our church as the
leader in this community. We are already doing
many wonderful things in Edenton and Chowan
County and for the Elizabeth City District. Unfortu-
nately, many people do not tie those things they take
for granted back to EUMC.

This weekend is a time to remember our past; but not
to get sidetracked by it. Rather let’s embrace the fu-
ture as we Rethink Church!

Pastor Charles is going to talk to you about the mean-
ing of Rethink Church; but I want to add my 2 cents
before he speaks. Don’t let him kid you....rethink is
a new way of packaging CHANGE! Even though the
Pastor said in last Sunday’s sermon that he does not
like change, he knows that in order to grow and be-
come the church of the future, we must change. Oth-

erwise, if we allow it, the fear of change will hold
our church hostage.

So, let’s dust off our thinking caps and put aside our
preconceived notions and plunge boldly into the fu-
ture where only progressive, forward-thinking people
dare to go. Let’s make this time together count for
something big.

Let’'s Rethink Church!
Pastor Charles’ “Outside the Box” talk — Part 2

Do you agree with this? Is that not what we’re sup-
posed to be about? Is that what EUMC has as its pur-
pose?

It is not just the UMC that believes this to be primary,
most every book I’ve had put before me over the past
few years makes this point. The Lord Jesus called his
first disciples to reach others and to disciple them
(Matthew 28:19-20, the Great Commission). That is
probably one statement that nearly every church
would affirm.

Somewhere, somehow along the way we’ve gotten
the notion that church is all about meeting the needs
of the members of the congregation, about “taking
care of us!” and in truth an inordinate amount of time
and energy is expended on member care by most
churches. So who then does the work of disciple-
making? Whose responsibility is it to fulfill the great
commission? Mine? Susie’s? Ours?

We need to recover the original vision of the earliest
generation of Christians at various times and in vari-
ous places, including Edenton of 200 years past. We
need to realized that pastors have as their responsibil-
ity to “equip the saints for the work of ministry, for
building up the body of Christ, until all of us come to
the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son
of God, to the measure of the full stature of
Christ.” [Ephesians 4:12-13]

I’ve been preaching this all my life. I am not called
to be an evangelist, I am not called to be a mission-
ary, I do not feel called to leave you and my pastoral
responsibilities to go and do reconstruction work
where some disaster has occurred or to go and preach
somewhere that we have traditionally considered to
be the place where missions should be done, like in
China or Russia or in equatorial Africa. There are
people for whom that is their calling; it is just not
mine. [ have a friend/colleague in ministry who has a
sign on his desk right where you can see it when you
come in his office. It says, “It’s not about ME. It’s
not about YOU. It’s about JESUS!” My concern as
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your pastor is for you and for the mission that Christ
has called the church to accomplish. My calling is to
teach you and to pastor you so that you might be
equipped to do what God wants you to do.

This is not new, this represents no change in my per-
spective, but it does signal a call for a response from
you to act, to shift directions, to establish some goals
for the next few years to insure the continuation of our
local church’s ministry to its community, before we
end up being the generation that kills the church.

What if we choose to be a relevant congregation in our
community, what if we decide to truly have “open
minds, open hearts, and open doors?” What if we see
that identifying mission statement of the United Meth-
odist Church, specifically the word “open” not as a de-
scriptive adjective but as a verb? What if we try to
open minds, open the hearts of people, to open the
doors that will lead them and us to becoming disciples
of Jesus Christ? What would have to change for us to
be that kind of congregation?

The United Methodist Church has established four ar-
eas of focus for the church in the near future which it
hopes will effect great change across the denomination,

but more importantly across the world. They are:

identify and encourage a new generation of
church leaders, clergy and laity

establish new churches in growing areas and
reinvigorate existing churches to become
truly alive and vibrant for the gospel

engage in ministry with the poor (not “to” the
poor — makes a huge difference)

work to eliminate the diseases of poverty

These are not new areas of focus. These are the
very things that John and Charles Wesley were do-
ing in 18" century England, which were what our
forbears in Edenton were all about 200 years ago.
(You don’t think tiny little Edenton in 1808 really
needed another church do you?) Surely we began
because there was a vision for the future, a vision
that called for change. We are good at these things;
if we should take a serious look at what Christ
wants us to do and to be, I believe we can make a
certainty that the Church will continue here in
Edenton, and throughout the world, for generations
to come.

A legend recounts the return of Jesus to heaven after
his time on earth. He returned bearing the marks of his
earthly pilgrimage with its cruel cross and shameful
death.

The angel Gabriel approached Him and said,
“Master, You must have suffered terribly for the peo-
ple down there.”

“I did,” said Jesus.

“And,” continued Gabriel, “do they now know
all about how much you loved them and what you did
for them?”

“Oh, no,” said Jesus. “Not yet. Right now, only
a handful of people in Palestine know.”

Gabriel was perplexed. “Then what have you
done,” he asked, “to let all people know about your
love for them?”

“Well, I’ve asked Peter, James, John and a few
others to tell people about me. Those who are told will
in turn tell others, and the Gospel will be spread to the
farthest reaches of the globe. Ultimately, all of human-
kind will hear about me and what I have done on their
behalf.”

Gabriel frowned and looked skeptical. He
knew that people weren’t dependable. “Yes,” he said,
“but what if Peter and James and John grow weary?
What if the people who come after them forget? And
what if, way down in the twentieth and twenty-first
centuries, people get too busy to bother telling others
about you? Haven’t you made any other plans?”

“No, I’ve made no other plans, Gabriel,” Jesus
answered. I’m counting on them.”

It has been said and quoted a lot lately that the Church
is only one generation away from extinction. That
sounds untrue, but the reality is very true and very
frightening. The truth is that each generation comes
with the renewed responsibility to take the good new
of the Gospel to the world.

The words of the great commission to make disciples

of all nations was given to individuals, there wasn’t
an organized church yet. Individuals in relationship
with other individuals make disciples of the world.
Think about it for a minute, the people you will en-
counter today form a chain of relationships that has
the ability to bring all people to the saving knowledge
of Jesus Christ. If you and I were to treat every rela-
tionship we are apart of as a witness of our faith in
Christ, then everyone we encounter will be exposed
to the living Gospel. You alone have the ability to
influence hundreds of lives. We change the world lit-
erally one relationship, one encounter at a time.
Evangelism begins with our morning cup of coffee.
Ministry occurs in the supermarket and lives can be
forever changed while standing in line at Burger
King.

I recently took the Middle School Formation Class to
Burger King on Sunday morning for our lesson on
what it meant to serve the King. As we were leaving
a gentleman came up to me and thanked me for not
being ashamed to talk with youth about Jesus in pub-
lic. My reply was that “Jesus wasn’t ashamed to talk
about me in public when he asked for my forgiveness
from the cross.” We laughed, blessed each other and
parted ways. Did I change his life, probably not? Did
the class being at Burger King that day change the
community, probably not? Although they got more
than a whopper that day! What we did was make
stronger the links in our chain of relationship and in-
fluence. I like to think that that gentleman went home
and told his wife what he heard in Burger King, they
possibility mentioned it their church and the Gospel
was spread.

That’s how it’s done. That’s how evangelism works.
One encounter, one conversation, one whopper with
cheese at a time!

Jesus has no other backup plan than us. He never has
a plan B, he only has plan A and he always sticks to
it. He is counting on us.

AN OPPORTUNITY FOR SPIRITUAL RENEWAL

“...Wow!!” “ .1 wish I had participated when I first considered this several years ago...” “...When I came
on Thursday evening, I thought I was with a group of strangers; now I’m confident that I have several new
friends that I’ll stay in touch with for life...” “...Surely, the presence of the Lord WAS in this place...”

These are but a few of the comments that have been heard at the conclusion of a three-day Christian-oriented
weekend called “The Walk to Emmaus”. Developed by the Upper Room ministry of the General Board of
Discipleship of the United Methodist Church, an Emmaus weekend is open to Christians from all denomina-
tions. The Walk to Emmaus is a spiritual renewal program that is designed to strengthen local churches by
helping church members gain new knowledge and skills they can put into practice to support the outreach
mission of the Christian church. Emmaus weekends are gender-specific.

This short course of spiritual renewal is named after the story found in Luke 24:13-35 when the risen Christ
appears before two of His disciples who were making the journey along the road from Jerusalem to Emmaus.
The program provides an opportunity for participants to experience God’s love in a setting that involves both
small group and large group activities. Over the years, participants, at the end of an Emmaus weekend, have
shared many compliments about their experiences. Among those areas frequently complimented are the qual-
ity of food served, the peaceful setting of the surroundings, the quality of music provided, and the preparation
and dedication of the weekend leaders.

Although the Walk to Emmaus is held in many settings throughout the United States, most participants in our
arca choose to attend Emmaus weekends held at the Eastern North Carolina 4-H Center in Columbia, NC.
This is a peaceful setting on the shores of the Albemarle Sound. Those who participate are often surprised at
the quality of the accommodations. Participants pay only a $50 registration fee to cover their portion of week-
end costs for supplies, materials, food and accommodations. Weekends for men are typically held in March
and October and weekends for women are scheduled for January, March and October. Applications for par-
ticipants are generally due about two and one-half months before a weekend.

Unique to the Emmaus experience is the fact that an individual who wishes to attend an Emmaus weekend
must have a sponsor who has previously participated in Emmaus himselt/herself. There are a significant num-
ber of members of Edenton United Methodist Church who have participated in The Walk to Emmaus. These
individuals would be willing to discuss their experiences with persons who would like to learn more about
participating in an Emmaus weekend. Members of the Edenton United Methodist Church family who would
like to learn more about the Walk to Emmaus are encouraged to contact Pastor Charles Moseley.

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STEWARDSHIP UPDATE

We’re entering the last third of the year. This is the time that giving typically increases, especially as we get
closer to Christmas and the end of the year. This year, it is particularly important that we continue to make
and even increase our contributions.

Through August 15, we have contributed over $254,000 to fund the operations of the church. This is an 8.4%
increase in giving over last year. Given the troubled state of our economy, this is very encouraging. As a re-
sult of your faithful stewardship, we’ve been able to meet most of our operating expenses. However, we have
only paid 25% of our Connectional Apportionments to the Methodist Church. This means that our contribu-
tions are lagging our total expenses by about 11%.

Connectional Apportionments are as important as our contributions to the operations of EUMC. They repre-
sent our obligations to the Methodist Church as a whole, and are used to fund students, missionaries, colleges,
hospitals, refugees, seminaries, and outreach programs on the state, regional, national and world level.

Projecting our expenses going forward, and adding in the unpaid Connectional Apportionments, we need an
additional $3000 per week between now and the end of the year. While this represents a large sum, breaking
it down on an individual basis indicates that it is doable:

Five Dollars per week per member BUGET NEEDED $285,270
Seventeen dollarper week per giving unit COLLECTED $219,398

Fourteen dollars per week per personattending each Sun- THROUGH AUGUST

day TOTAL SHORTFALL $ 65,871

Please prayerfully consider increasing your giving between now and the
end of the year so that we can continue the work of our church in Edenton.

Our capital funds campaign continues to proceed well. Our mortgage balance stands at $2,259,000, and we
have been able to make our interest payments of $7800 per month, while also making a small reduction to the
mortgage balance. Please continue your faithful stewardship in this area.

HABITAT FOR HUMANITY FALL BULB SALE

Summer is coming to an end, and that can mean only one thing: the time is rapidly approaching for the annual
sale of high quality flower bulbs from nearby Terra Ceia Farms to raise funds for Chowan-Perquimans Habitat
for Humanity.

Habitat’s goal is to help deserving families obtain their own homes—homes that they would be unable to af-
ford in the normal housing market. Our aim is to give these families a hand up, not a handout. Habitat pro-
vides each partner family an interest-free mortgage loan to pay for the house that they themselves help to con-
struct. It keeps overall costs down by drawing heavily on volunteer workers from the community and solicit-
ing the donation of materials and professional labor from local suppliers and contractors. Since its founding
in the mid-1990s, Chowan—Perquimans Habitat for Humanity has constructed seven homes in Edenton, Hert-
ford, and Snug Harbor. Work on the eighth home is planned for Snug Harbor this Fall.

The annual flower bulb sale has been one of Habitat’s important sources of income in the community. It will
have particular importance this year, as this period of continuing economic slowdown has significantly re-
duced the donations and support Habitat can normally count on from local churches and the community at
large. Flower purchases help provide funds for the materials that Habitat volunteers and partner families will
use to build new homes. Supporting the bulb sale offers us the opportunity to beautify our own homes while
helping make possible the dream of home ownership for those who would not be able to qualify for a standard
mortgage.

The sale will kick off on September 10" and will include the same popular offerings as last year: peonies and
narcissus; several varieties of daffodils, tulips, hyacinths, iris, and daylilies; and two types of giant amaryllis.
The prices for all flowers offered remain the same as last year—no inflation! They are guaranteed to be at or
below current Terra Ceia catalog prices, and 40 to 50 percent of your purchase price will be tax deductible,
depending on the total amount of bulbs Habitat sells in the campaign. You will be able to place orders
through Sunday, October 11", with delivery to all buyers scheduled for the weekend of November 7th and
8th.
